Ex Chris Amon 1970 March 701/1 Cosworth for static display the NZFMR Chris Amon Festival?

Kiwi expat Roger Wills has purchased the former Chris Amon 1970 March 701/1 F1 car from the Donnington
Museum in UK. Although the car is scheduled for a thorough overhaul after being displayed on a wall of the
Donnington Museum for some 30 years, Roger is hoping to send the car to the NZFMR Chris Amon Festival for
static display purposes. Those who attended the NZFMR Bruce McLaren Festival in January 2010 will remember
Roger for his stunningly quick and spectacular driving in his 1959 Cooper T51 Climax and for the giant killing drive
in his 1965 McLaren M1B Can-Am against the powerful March 717 Can-Am car in the wet at Pukekohe.
Unfortunately Roger will not be with us at the Chris Amon Festival — but we hope the March 701 will be.




A Correction!

In the last Newsletter, | stated that the first race meeting that Chris entered was at Levin on 15th April 1961 Where
he drove his 1956 Cooper Climax. Well, Levin was correct, and so was April. But it was a year earlier on 2" Apr|I
1960 that he first raced at Levin - and it was not in his Cooper Climax. In fact, when just 16 year of age, Chris had
his first circuit race at Levin in his first racing car - the A40 Special, which he painted red (or course!). This car was
based on a 1947 Speedway Midget built by Des Herrick. Current owner of the Herrick A40 Special is Auckland’s
Roger Herrick and Roger advises he will bring the Herrick A40 Special to the NZFMR Chris Amon Festival.
