New Brand and Logo

Regular Festival Newsletter readers will notice the change of brand and logo. In place of the former
‘Tasman Revival Series’, we have changed our brand in order to attract the wider population to our
Festival of Motor Racing to be held in New Zealand in January 2010.

Henceforth, the ‘NZ Festival of Motor Racing’ will held in January each year at the new Hampton
Downs MotorSports Park race track and at Pukekohe race track. Each year will celebrate either a
noted driver or a different marque of car. The events in January 2010 will be the ‘NZ Festival of Motor
Racing celebrating Bruce McLaren.’

The events in January 2011 will be the ‘NZ Festival of Motor Racing celebrating Chris Amon’.

Former Bruce McLaren Ford 10 Special to be atthe F  estival

Bruce McLaren owned a small Ford 10 Special sports car for a brief period in 1956 that he used for
club events and to drive himself to University for his Engineering studies. After Bruce sold the car, it
was modified many times in later years by respective owners. Current owner Barry Howard has
embarked on a project to rebuild the Ford 10 Special and he intends to have the car ready for display
at the Festival.

The NZ Festival of Motor Racing will be held to remember the late Bruce McLaren at Hampton Downs
MotorSport Park on 22-24 Jan 2010 and at Pukekohe Park Raceway on 29-31 Jan 2010. Both of
these race tracks are near Auckland, New Zealand.

Festival Appearance of 1958 Cooper Climax formerly driven by Bruce McLaren

Highly experienced UK Historic race car driver Rod Jolley has entered his 1958 Cooper T45/51
Climax 2495cc in the ‘NZ Festival of Motor Racing celebrating Bruce McLaren’. Rod is a consistently
quick and successful driver in UK and EC historic motor races. He has won many races in this
diminutive Cooper against larger and later race cars.

Bruce McLaren was a member of the Cooper ‘works’ team from 1958 and this car was Bruce’s
assigned Team car that he drove on a number of occasions in 1959 Formula One races including the
French GP (5" place), British GP (3™ Place and equal fastest lap), German GP (4" 1% heat) and
Portuguese GP (Rtd). Bruce's Cooper team mate, American Masten Gregory drove this car at
Monaco GP (Rtd) and Cooper Team lead driver, Australian Jack Brabham in the Italian GP (3"’).

Expect to see Rod Jolley in his fast and reliable Cooper amongst the leading cars in the ‘Invited Early
Historics’ class, and perhaps the ‘Tasman’ class as well, at the Festival.

Good Progress Continues on Construction of Hampton Downs

Fine weather continued for most of July 2009 and this in turn permitted a great deal of progress to be
made on construction of the track and associated safety barriers, fences and run-off areas at
Hampton Downs Motorsport Park. Although the 2.8km ‘National’ track will be ready for the Festival, it
unlikely the full 3.8km International track will be ready for use by January 2010.



The inverted ‘U’ shaped concrete supports for the under-track pedestrian tunnel have been inserted
over recent weeks and the heavy concrete load bearing top-cap is now in place. Similarly, the under-
track double tunnel for vehicles has also been completed. Work has commenced on forming and
shaping the extensive pit paddock area. Although the Pit garages and hospitality suites may not be
ready in time for the Festival, there will be a large concrete pad available on which appropriate pit
tents will be erected. A large 100m x 50m concrete skid pan will be built behind the Pit garage
complex and this will double as the ‘dummy’ grid.

Progress Report of Entries in Some Race Classes for the Festival

The Formula F5000 and Invited F1 Class now includes 48 cars from NZ, Australia, UK and USA for
which ‘registrations of interest’ have been received. Already there are confirmed entries for 29 cars
and it is possible that a F5000/F1 grid of 45 cars at Hampton Downs (40 at Pukekohe) could well be
the largest assembled, ever.

Australian McLaren M10B F5000 owner Bruce Leeson, who lives in USA, will bring his McLaren for
the Festival.

Can-Am and V8 Sports Racing Class — Of the 21 Can-Am and V8 engined Sports Racing cars that
have been registered, there are now 11 confirmed race entries. One of the confirmed entries is the
1965 McLaren M1B owned and driven by Julian Bronson of UK. This car was driven by Bruce
McLaren’s former Cooper Team mate, Masten Gregory, as the ‘Pacesetter Homes’ entry in the 1966
Can-Am Championship.

Masten experienced problems throughout the six-event 1966 Cam-Am series and finished in 14"
place overall on total series points. The 1966 series included Bruce McLaren and Chris Amon driving
their ‘works’ M1B McLarens. Bruce was 3" and Chris 6" in the series behind John Surtees and Mark
Donohue in their Lola T70s. However, McLaren team cars were to win the Can-Am Championship for
the next 5 consecutive years from 1967 to 1971 inclusive, and such was their dominance, the Can-
Am series was dubbed ‘The Bruce and Denny Show'.

The Formula Junior and Invited F3  Class — There are now 46 cars that have been entered, or are
likely to be entered. Amongst these cars is the very first Lola single seater ever made by Lola Cars of
UK. New Zealander Roger Herrick located his very special car in Germany and has had it rebuild to
original ‘works’ colours and specifications.

Invited Early Historics Class - Numbers have continued to increase and now there are 40 in the
1930s/40s/50s Invited Early Historic Racing and Sports Racing class. When New Zealand veteran
racer Kenny Smith saw the entry list, he remarked that it would be worth the entry fee alone just to
see these grand old cars back on the track once again. Amongst a collection of old race cars coming

Nigel Tait's 1969 Matich SR4-001 Can-Am

Nineteen starts, nineteen pole positions, 15 wins, plus eighteen lap records and the 1969 Australian
Sports Car Championship. A fantastic record on Australian tracks, but the Matich SR4 was actually
built to contest the 1968-69 Can Am series. (Frank Matich had raced SR3s in CanAm in the
preceding years).

It's a pity that the SR4 never made it to North America to test itself in the big league. It is highly likely
that it would have been competitive. But if it had, perhaps it would never have returned and we
wouldn’t be able to enjoy seeing it today.

Often, owners of historic cars refer to themselves as “Custodians”. For many years Nigel Tait was
literally a custodian of the SR4 when he and a group of fellow employees were involved in a
management buyout of Repco’s engine division. With the buyout came two famous race cars. So the
new company, ACL, ended up owning the SR4 and the more famous 1966 World Championship
winning Brabham BT19 Formula One car, which toured Australia, appearing at many events, often
rejoining its original owner Sir Jack Brabham. The Matich SR4 was also put on show and spent time
in museums, but it remained without an engine until 2001 when a quad-cam Repco Brabham engine
came up for sale. Nigel Tait eventually bought the car from ACL and did a full restoration.

The specifications of the SR4 are impressive: 550bhp and weighing only 627kg (that's around half
the weight of a V8 Supercar). The car is very much Australian made, the only major component not
made in Oz is the Hewland LG500 gearbox. Steering rack, uprights, wheels and brakes were all
made in Australia.

In recent years the car has been driven at Historic meetings by the owner and by Brian Sampson and
John Bowe, the later providing some feedback on how to improve the handling.

There is no doubt that the SR4 is a stunning looking brute of a car that attracts a lot of attention
where ever it goes. Let’s face it, you can’'t miss the Rothmans’ liveried blue monster. On this trip to
New Zealand the SR4 will hopefully meet up with the only other car in Australia capable of
challenging it in its day, Bob Jane’s McLaren M6/8. Both cars should be on display at the Festival.

Race Licences — New Zealand drivers will require a minimum of a current MotorSport NZ issued
National Race Licence to race at the Festival.

Overseas drivers will require EITHER —

the equivalent of a National Race Licence (i.e. not a ‘club’ level licence) with a FIA Visa
issued by their respective FIA National Motorsport authority; (or Trans Tasman Visa issued
by CAMS for Aust drivers) or,

An International Historic H1 (or higher) licence.

AMB Race timers - Competitors are advised that AMB transponders will be required for all cars
racing in the Festival. There will be a very limited number of AMB transponders available for hire at a
cost of NZD$30.00 per day. Those who require an AMB race timer should reserve one by contacting

Race Fuel — Competitors are advised that leaded 100 Octane Avgas/race gas will be available at
both Hampton Downs and Pukekohe race tracks. Commercially available 91, 96 or 98 octane
unleaded petrol (gas) is available at commercial Petrol (Gas) Stations. Those who require race gas or
commercial pump fuel should bring their own fuel containers, or purchase them at local NZ Petrol
stations or motor parts retail stores such as Repco or Super Cheap Auto.

Noise Emission — Competitors should note NZ MotorSport Regs state — “No vehicle shall exceed 95
db [Decibels]. The measurement shall be taken 30metres at a right angle from the track at a point
where the vehicle is at maximum power.”

Competitors should ensure their race cars comply with the Noise Emission standards.

Outline Programme for the Festival

The final Programme of Events for the Festival is yet to be completed, but for information of
competitors, the following is an outline of what is contemplated.

Wednesday 20 ™ Jan 2010 - The Festival will start with a major ‘meet and greet’ welcome function to
be held in Auckland on Wednesday 20™ Jan 2010 starting sometime around 6.00pm. The location
and time are to be confirmed. Please plan to be there!

Thursday 21 Jan 10 — Outline Programme for Hampton Downs. The morning will be set aside for
unloading containers, documentation, scutineering, setting up pits etc. There will be an opportunity
for a few sedate orientation laps of the new Hampton Downs track in the comfort of a saloon car for
all those drivers who have not run on the track before.

In the afternoon, all 10 classes will get a chance for some slowish laps (i.e. no passing) behind the
safety car so drivers can learn the track while checking all systems are ‘go’ in their race cars -
especially for those who have had cars in containers in a long transit by sea to NZ.

There will be a special function for sponsors of the Festival and some drivers/crews with their cars on
the start finish straight after 5.00pm.

At the end of the day, all crews will be welcome to use the Gasoline Alley facilities at the track for
‘Happy Hour’ of good food and drink.

Friday 22 Jan - there will be Official Practice for each of the 10 race classes in the morning.

In the afternoon, there will be Official Qualifying for each of the 10 race classes after which grid
positions will be set for racing on Saturday.

The Gasoline Alley bar and cafeteria will be open for Happy Hour at the end of the day.

Saturday 23 Jan — Saturday is Ladies Day and more information will be available on fashion and fun
for ladies.

There will be a race in the morning for each of the 10 race classes.

At lunchtime there will be a parade of Bruce McLaren related cars and a short air show.

In the afternoon, there will be a further race for each of the 10 race classes.

Gasoline Alley will be open for ‘Happy Hour’ after racing.

Sunday 24 Jan - Sunday is Family day

The race programme will follow the same format as for Saturday — two races for each class.
There will be a further Bruce McLaren parade of vehicles at lunchtime and a short air show.
Gasoline Alley will be open after racing.

Programme for Pukekohe — The programme at Pukekohe will be essentially the same as that for
the previous week at Hampton Downs.



Wednesday 27 Jan 10 - all overseas cars to be transported from Hampton Downs to Pukekohe.

Thursday 28 Jan 10 — pit setup and track famil for those who have not run at Pukekohe before.
Happy Hour at the Jockey Club Bar at Pukekohe after racing has finished

Friday 29 Jan 10 — morning practice and afternoon qualifying by class as per Hampton Downs.

Around 5pm, after qualifying has finished, there will be a ‘grid walk’ for the public, giving them a
chance to get up close for photos of cars and meet the drivers.

Happy Hour at the Jockey Club at the track for after match Happy Hour drinks and food.

Sat 30 & Sun 31 Jan 10 — Two races per day, per class, with the lunchtime Bruce McLaren Parade
and air show as per Hampton Downs.

Saturday will be Ladies Day and Sunday will be Families Day.

What racing is there before and after the Festival ?
Festival competitors may be aware that there are two further race events surrounding the Festival.

The first will be held at Hampton Downs over the weekend of 16/17 Jan 10 — a week before the
Festival. This event is primarily for New Zealand race car owners who do not get a start at the
Festival.

The second event will be held at Taupo on Sat 6th and Sun 7 Feb 10.

Drivers who would like to race at Taupo after the Festival are invited to contact Bill Ritchie
bill.ritchie@xtra.co.nz Bill will advise overseas owners/drivers of expected costs to get race cars
to/from Taupo, the costs of race entry and pit garages. Race classes will be different to those at the
Festival. Online race entry for Taupo is expected to be available in October 2009.
